I was privileged during the month to interview Senhit

Senhit has a dual role in the Eurovision tour: singer and 
host, marking her first tour experience. She praised 
Eurovision for its inclusivity, diversity, and positive impact 
on the LGBTQ+ community.

The tour will visit Brisbane, Melbourne, and Sydney, 
celebrating Eurovision with multiple artists.

When we spoke about the LGBTIQA+ community,  Senhit 
emphasized the importance of supporting the LGBTQ+ 
community as a universal responsibility.

Eurovision Tour in Australia is her first experience as both 
singer and host for a Eurovision tour. She hopes to extend 
stay in Sydney for 4-5 days after the tour

On the subject of Eurovision’s Impact and Significance, 
Senhit described it as the “biggest event” where people 
feel safe and in a comfort zone. It brings together 40+ 
countries, transcending language, genre, and cultural 
barriers.

When we got onto the subject of her support for the 
LGBTIQA+ community (on a personal level) she views 
supporting the community as a natural, essential action 
for everyone. Senhit has been a very strong ally for many 
years and utilizes her platform and “microphone” to 
advocate for the community and praises Eurovision for 
its growth in authenticity and support for the LGBTQ+ 
community.

with the Steamiest Beach Party on the Sands of South Beach

URGE Miami Festival returns this Thanksgiving weekend with three massive nighttime events 
and two sizzling daytime fetes including the Royal Palm Pool Party and the legendary Beach 
Party on the sands of South Beach. The LGBTQ+ festival weekend will take place November 
29-December 2 and will feature a list of the world’s most famous circuit DJs playing at the city’s 
most prestigious venues. “URGE is not only a music festival,” says one the event’s producers, Luis 
Morera. “Throughout the years, it has become a place where friends, old and new, meet up to 
celebrate gratitude.  URGE offers a space like no other where everyone has the freedom to express 
themselves while dancing to the sounds of the greatest DJs of our time.”

URGE Miami Festival kicks off Friday, November 29 at 10pm with the Miami premiere of GUAPO, 
a Sao Paulo, Brazil-based festival brand that has become world-renowned for its happy and fresh 
vibe.  The event will take place at M3 Studios, a venue that has hosted performances by artists 
like Shakira and Maluma. Even Beyonce recorded scenes for her music video at M3! GUAPO’s 
producers are promising a level of production that has not been seen before in Miami. It will 
showcase the sounds of GUAPO’s resident DJ Adham, along with Brazilian DJ Liza Rodriguez and 
- no stranger to the URGE brand - Mexico DJ Jesus Montanez.  

The Saturday pool party will take place at the weekend’s host hotel, The Royal Palm South Beach.  
The annual bash is one of URGE Festivals’ most anticipated events.  “Patrons love to dance under 
the Miami sun with the flexibility and comfort of being just a few steps from their hotel room,” Raul 
Griffith comments, one of the festival producers. The DJs spinning at this year’s party will be Yazz 
Burrell, who launched his DJ career at Miami’s Score and URGE, gay influencer and DJ Eliad Cohen 
and DJ/Producer Jerac.

The revelry continues Saturday night with URGE Miami Festival’s main event at M3 studios. “We’ll 
be celebrating the brand’s 13th birthday,” Morera says.  “I won’t spoil the surprise.  You must come 
and witness the magic!” Edu Quintas will make his triumphant return to the URGE booth, direct 
from the energetic Brazilian metropolis, Rio de Janeiro.  He will be joined by world renowned Israeli 
DJ/ Producer Mor Abrahami and Miami’s own DJ/Producer YORDI. 

This year’s Beach Party will be very different from year’s past.  “We are taking a very different 
approach to this year’s beach bash, bringing an innovative look and higher level of production,” 
says Morera. DJ/Producer Joe Gauthreaux will headline alongside international festival DJ Erik 
Villar.



URGE Miami Festival’s closing party will be URGE AFTER DARK, an after-hours spectacular which, 
for the first time, will feature three headliners: Danny Verde, House of Labs and Alison Nunes.

This year’s host hotel is the Royal Palm South Beach.  With 400 rooms, more than a quarter of 
which are suites, the Royal Palm is one of South Beach’s largest hotels, superbly located directly 
on the beach on Collins at the end of Ocean Drive. It offers a superior experience and will serve as 
the location of URGE Miami Festival’s Welcome Center and Saturday Pool Party. Complimentary 
transportation will be provided from/to Royal Palm South Beach for all weekend events. This year 
the Royal Palm South Beach is offering a very aggressive room rate of only $169 per night.

A portion of the proceeds from URGE Miami Festival will benefit Miami Beach Pride, an 
organization that celebrates the unique spirit and culture of the city’s LGBTQ+ population.

‘CONNECT’ is Australia’s first federally funded program that dispenses free HIV self- test kits from 
vending machines. The project aims to strengthen pathways to services, treatment and support 
while addressing barriers to testing experienced by newly arrived migrants, international students, 
and people from culturally and linguistically diverse (CALD) backgrounds.

Led by SAMESH since March 2022, and now Thorne Harbour Health SA, the eight vending machines 
around the Adelaide metropolitan area have been gaining traction with people from all walks of life 
wanting to self-test for free. Accessing a HIV self-test kit is simple, anonymous, completely safe and 
includes links to confirmatory testing and care. Just head to one of the vending machine locations, 
scan the QR code, answer a few confidential questions and provide a valid mobile number, then 
follow the instructions provided.

As the most successful project of its kind globally, CONNECT is proving that the distribution of free 
HIV self-test kits via vending machines increases testing amongst priority populations. This plays 
an important role in reaching the UNAIDS targets in Australia. The Commonwealth Department of 
Health and Aged Care recently approved funding for a national rollout over 2 years, so CONNECT 
will be available in every state and territory nation-wide very soon.

SAMESH is a partnership between SHINE SA and Thorne Harbour Health that provides community-
based support, education and training about Sexual Health and HIV.

Queer as a Bell

Jordan Bell Stars in the Second Season of the hilarious Queer Series, 
Danny Will Die Alone

The hit Dekkoo series, Danny Will Die Alone, is back with its highly anticipated second season. 
Building on the success of the first, the new season takes viewers on another laugh-out-loud 
journey, diving deeper into the complexities of gay modern dating with his signature blend of 
outrageous comedy and emotional depth.

In the first season, Danny, played by Jack Tracy, was portrayed as more of an angry archetype. This 
season, he is a more realized and fleshed-out person, thanks in large part to the addition of actor 
Jordan Bell who plays Matty, Danny’s regular hookup buddy and foil.  Matty serves as Danny’s go-
to for intimacy between his dating misadventures, and the chemistry between Bell and Tracy is 
undeniable.  Jordan Bell explains more from his home in NYC.

How does Danny Will Die Alone reflect modern dating within the LGBTQ+ community?
I think the show captures the real highs and lows of modern dating. It’s not always a fairytale or a 
happy ending—though, let’s be honest, there’s usually some kind of happy ending, if you know what 
I mean. There’s frustration and uncertainty because people are often looking out for themselves 
and not always on the same page. And I love that the show doesn’t shy away from exploring sex 
kinks or things you don’t always see in mainstream media. It embraces the chaos of queer dating 
today, but with plenty of laughs and heart.

What drew you to the role of Matty?
Jordan Bell:  I was drawn to Matty because, on the surface, he’s sharp and aggressively funny, but 
underneath that exterior, there’s so much vulnerability and openness. He’s incredibly layered. The 
series really captures the reality of modern dating: juggling multiple connections at once, whether 
they’re friends with benefits, purely physical, or something that blurs the lines. Matty’s tough 
exterior is his way of keeping himself safe and sane in all that chaos. I found him really compelling 
and loved the challenge of exploring both his humor and his heartache.

What was it like working alongside Jack Tracy? Your on-screen chemistry is undeniable.
Jordan Bell:  Working with Jack is such a gift. Being both the writer and star, he brings so much 
understanding to every moment. We spent a ton of time together on set, and he’s an incredibly



generous scene partner, always up for exploring and pushing boundaries in ways that felt natural 
and safe. The connection we built offscreen definitely shows up in our on-screen chemistry. It’s 
something special.

Season Two balances outrageous comedy with deeper emotional moments, exploring some 
complex themes like polyamory and gender norms. 
Jordan Bell: I think one of the best things about Danny Will Die Alone is how it tackles these 
complex themes while balancing comedy and real emotional depth. It’s important to show the 
diversity of relationships and identities we see today. There’s no one-size-fits-all when it comes to 
love or identity. Every person and relationship are unique, and as long as there’s mutual respect, 
there’s room for all kinds of connections and dynamics.

What do you think Matty adds to Danny’s journey, how does their dynamic shape the season?
Jordan Bell:  Matty is the total opposite of Danny. While Danny’s more biting, Matty is short, abrupt, 
and straight to the point. But that contrast is what makes their dynamic so fiery and fun. Matty 
brings a fresh perspective that balances out Danny’s cynicism, and together, they help each other 
navigate the wild world of gay dating in New York. It’s that push-and-pull between them that really 
drives the season.

The two share some pretty steamy scenes!
Jordan Bell: Oh, definitely! My very first day on set, I had to strip down to nothing while Jack delivered 
a monologue directly into my crotch. Talk about diving right in! By the end of filming, we spent so 
much time together in various stages of undress that it just felt normal. Those intimate scenes 
brought Jack and me closer, and that connection really helped ignite our on-screen chemistry. It 
was wild but so much fun!

Do you see Matty 
and Danny turning 
into something more 
than a casual hook-
up? 
Jordan Bell:  There’s 
obviously some great 
chemistry between 
them, and keeping 
it casual is part of 
the fun. But as they 
spend more time 
together, who knows? 
Things might shift, 
and they might even 
grow a little deeper. 
It’ll be interesting to 
see how it all plays 
out.

With season three 
already in the works, what are you most excited to explore next in Matty’s journey?
Jordan Bell: I’m really excited about what’s next for Matty! I’m curious to see how his relationship 
with Danny evolves — whether they dive into even more outrageous sexual escapades or if it turns 
into something deeper. We’ve only gotten a glimpse of Matty’s world so far, but I’m ready to dive in 
and meet more of the characters in his life. And with all the hints about his adventurous sex life, I’d 
love to see what kind of trouble Matty gets into on the weekends. It’s going to be a wild ride, and 
I’m here for it!

Sex, sadness and celebrity scandals

‘What you into?’
‘I can host if ur looking?’ ‘What you into?’
‘Do you like straight married men?’ ‘What you into?’
‘Wanna meet in the bushes at the park?’
So many messages and not a single one asked how I was – or even 
asked my name. After a few minutes of bleak scrolling, I realised 
the only things I’m into are basic manners, commitment and being 
happily married. Which I also realised I wouldn’t be finding on here. 
Still, that didn’t stop me going off to meet the ninth stranger to slide 
into my inbox after finding myself getting sadder and sadder as each 
anonymous proposition pinged my way.
 
I regretted going before I even left my house.

Raw, moving and savagely funny, What You Into? is Josh Fox’s autobiographical account of his 
spiral into the Grindr world of casual sex, hook-ups and dating apps following the break-up of 
his marriage. He documents this journey diary-style, chronicling the often weird, at times dark 
world of casual sex as he navigates his grief and anger through the consumption of men – only to 
discover that he too is being consumed by the process. Fox’s unflinching account of his descent 
into sex addiction, his struggle with depression, and his search for a way back, is framed within the 
broader background of his life. He shares his difficult upbringing in a housing estate in Manchester, 
and gives a self-critical commentary on his media career (and his complicated relationship with 
‘celebrity’), from his time as a teenage YouTube star and paparazzo through to his work in Australian 
radio.

What You Into? is a story of the push and pull of addiction, the power of compulsion over shame, 
the search for healing through destruction – set against the need for love and the desire to feel 
alive.

Joshua Fox is best known for trying to be funny on social media, oversharing on Australian radio 
and being unashamedly open about his sex life, sexuality and the struggles of being a gay man 
in the age of Grindr and endless hook-up apps. Born in 
Manchester, he started his career as Britain’s youngest 
paparazzo photographer at the age of 16 before becoming a 
tabloid journalist at Now magazine, The Sun and Daily Mail 
Australia. During this time, he was frequently conflicted 
about crossing the very fine line between entertainment 
and exploitation, and would often question his moral 
compass while mingling with the likes of Taylor Swift and 
Paris Hilton. After relocating to Sydney in 2017, he built a 
following by sharing his videos of crashing Married at 
First Sight weddings, joining The Kyle & Jackie O Show as 
producer Yeah But No But Josh, and becoming an unlikely 
mental health advocate. Joshua also finds it quite cringe 
writing about himself in the third person, as he is doing 
right now on this page, so apologises for this intro, but his 
publisher said he had to do one.

Italian, African host and all-round really lovely person, Senhit and I spent half an hour together on 
Zoom to talk about the upcoming EUROVISION ON TOUR, her involvement, her support of our 
community, and life in general. The schedule being what it is, Senhit was in the back of her car en 
route to rehearsals and I was perched in front of my new Dell Precision 3520, navigating Zoom for 
the first time on a WINDOWS laptop. 

So, how did you get involved with this Eurovision tour, which is obviously a massive exercise?
Yeah, I mean, it’s the first experience for me as a tour, as for Eurovision. And it’s very hectic, because 
I have a double role: I’m a singer and I will be hosting the show. 

And it’s the first time in Australia - many beautiful things will happen. So I’m very excited. And to be 
still again in this Eurovision bubble is a blessing, you know, in this Eurovision family.

Generally speaking, people who are passionate about niche markets, for the one of a better 
word, have a reason.  So your support of the LGBT community, as much as it’s obviously very 
well needed around the world, is there a personal reason or is it simply because you think that 
everyone should be dedicated?

I understand so many things and I appreciate more the effort that the Eurovision put 
in this project. I feel like what can people expect when they go to this wonderful tour? Everybody 
thinks that it’s a huge party, but it’s like hard because it’s a big competition.

You have to work hard every day with rehearsals and then 
interviews and the like representing your country.
